Going Green - or perhaps Yellow?

There's been lots of talk this week about going green. So we're talking about
things going Yellow!

Did you know that when certain sewing related products turn yellow they are no
longer effective? For instance: Sewing machine oil, Fray Check, Sewer's Aid
and some fabric glues. When they turn yellow, it's time to dispose of them!

Keep them in their original container (don't drain them in your sinks) Check with your local town
to find out what disposal options are available. Because these products are such small
amounts, every town may be different.

Also, did you know that fusible products such as Wonder Under and Heat N Bond should be
stored in a plastic zip-lock bag to keep them from drying out. TIP: Get the bags with the white
strip where you can write on it what's inside, you won't have to guess next time your looking for
something.
